The set was most impressive. The lilac flats with a central entrance, the play pen and the sofa were laid out well with appropriate dressing of toys. It was brightly lit with pools of light and the dimmed light for the seduction scene worked well. A lovely and appropriate range of costumes supported the humour of the play and sound effects were spot on.





I felt all five characters were developed and there were some touches of imagination such as the big dummy and the horse riding sequence. Visual variety was sustained and the baby feeding scene was handled well. The company must beware playing through laughs and there was a degree of uncertainty from the entrance of Bob.





Katie has a lovely vocal range and her movement was relaxed. She looked the part throughout. Calvin gave a masterful performance. He was spot on with his interpretation and resisted the temptation to overact. Donna played with considerable confidence and conveyed the flirt that she was. From her opening put down of Bob, Laura gave an assured performance and dominated her big scene with Bob. While Bob had his moments he needed a lighter touch. He came over as being unsure.





Overall, despite the comedy rhythm not being sustained, we saw a talented cast, some imaginative touches, and the main humour was captured.
