Comments:





Acting –  All actors were good at establishing their respective relationships with good presence for themselves.  As there was a slightly stylised aspect to the piece it was pleasing to see that the piece was well-balanced, the “consciences” did not intrude into the playing of the straighter aspects.  All actors had good facial and physical expressions; certain more dilemmas needed a bit more development to show the actors’ difficulties in resolution, e.g. John deciding to get in to the back seat with Janet.





Production   As mentioned, a light touch was well used, with no over elaborate business, but just sufficient to lent weight to the piece.  The producer created good levels and groupings around the set, though it might have been useful to place the 2 consciences on a small rostrum to give them the “moral high ground” to begin with.





Stage Presentation –  Generally good use of lights to define acting areas and moods helped by coloured gels.  Perhaps some parts could have been better set, e.g. the in-car scene.  Costumes were appropriate for each character, as discussed, perhaps some sort of “theme” in the costumes would have added value; music and sound effects were appropriate, though sound levels required adjustment.





General Achievement –   This was a good production of this piece, which required some further development in certain aspects of costume and actors’ underlying emotions.  For example, giving more visual, yet subtle, clues to the spoken word.
