 Paul Woods gave a competent performance of John Christie, but I would have liked to have seen far more contrast between the monologues and the naturalistic scenes, which would have allowed you the opportunity to broaden out the character, in relation to the many people in your remembered life.





	Efficient direction allowed each sequence to merge into the next without a loss of momentum.  You did have considerable problems with the lighting and, whilst recognising that these were not of your making, I still feel that a simple approach could have been found – without diminishing the dramatic effect to allow for the variation in equipment one always finds in different festival venues.
