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Comments:





	What, on the page, looks like a simple play, both staging wise and in performance, is actually a very complex piece and the cast rose to the challenge.  This was particularly so of the actors portraying the characters of Alex and Sarah.  Within seconds of scene changes, they had to shift emotions from the early, light-hearted “past” scenes to the more emotionally charged “present” scenes.  On the whole, they achieved this successfully, but could have gained more from some more intimacy in the earlier scenes.  Steve and Mike supported well and created realistic and amusing characters. 


 The wedding sound cue could have been quieter in order to allow the dialogue to come across and some of the lighting cues could have been slicker.  Use of a mirrored “4th wall” would allow the actors to engage with the audience a bit more.


	In general, a slick and tight interpretation of a difficult play.  It could benefit from some improvisation around the themes of each scene to loosen the actors a little.
