Comments:





	At first glance, this is a play which in the wrong hands could easily fail.  By it’s episodic nature, it could be difficult to engage with the characters and to follow the flow of the narrative.  However, by keeping the staging and lighting simple, and by contrasting the naturalistic acting style of Norman, Colin and Alexandra with the highly stylised playing of Gabrielle and Kayleigh, the cast managed to engage the audience throughout and to highlight the humour along the tragedy of the piece.


	The lighting in the “storm” scenes could be tighter, cutting out the need to highlight the “bench” and “bus-stop” areas, thereby cutting out the shadows in “Alexandra’s” phone-call scene.
