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Comments:





	The right idiosyncratic style was found for this modern-day parable.  It made a fairly free-wheeling production moving fairly speedily through numerous scenes. (Just the occasional moment when we were left with an empty stage when we lost the merry-go-round aspect of the production.


	The production did well in balancing the almost gothic aspects of the script with the series humanity of the loss of mental ability.  As regards the setting I feel it is better to go for non-naturalistic stylized presentation rather than a mixture of reality and stylization.  The very “real” bench seemed at odds with the rest of the set.


	The performances were clearly in line with the overall conception of the piece.  The wicked sisters were truly frightening.  Crisp, clear well articulated from both.  Their relationship lacked any subtle feelings, but look at developing the emotions on the other side of the coin – so develop the feeling between “Alex” and “Colin” and “Alex” and her father.  Look again at the first five minutes of the production where the seeds of these relationships are sown.


	Norman disintegrated with Altheizemers disease very convincingly but try to make him more the grand, high successful business man at the beginning – then the decline is that much greater.


	This was a bold choice of play – which was given a bold upfront production – indeed a buccaneering production!
